All funeral directors are legally required to publish this Price List for a standardised set of products and services. This is to help you think 
through your options and make choices, and to let you compare prices between different funeral directors (because prices can vary).

For an Attended or Unattended burial funeral, the burial fee. 1

Your Local Independent Funeral Directors

1  This fee (which is sometimes called the interment fee) is the charge made for digging and closing a new grave, or for reopening and closing an existing grave.
In England, Wales and Northern Ireland, you will usually need to pay doctors’ fees as well. 2   This is the charge for two doctors to sign the Medical Certificates for Cremation.
